****All recyclable material should be separated for faster sorting.***** 

Acceptable Items: 

• REGULAR:  Cardboard, newsprint, #2 plastics, and metal cans.

• BURN PILE: Brush, lumber, wooden pallets, etc. (Pressure treated wood must be separated
and disposed in separate pile. NO stumps or large diameter wood will beaccepted. All wood
should be free from other debris.

• METAL PILE: All metal is accepted. Axles and wheels MUST have tires removed. Fuel
drums must be cut in half. Gas appliances MUST be dropped off at building so mercury
switches can be removed.

• INERT FILL: Porcelain sinks, toilets, concrete blocks, bricks and small rocks. NO ASBESTOS
CONTAINING MATERIAL WILL BE ACCEPTED.

• BATTERIES: Vehicle batteries, motorcycle batteries, booster packs, rechargeable nickel,
cadmium, etc. - SEE ATTENDANT BEFORE UNLOADING ANY BATTERIES.

• ELECTRONIC WASTE: All electronic equipment such as radios, cordless phones, keyboards,
VCRs, printers, computer equipment, TVs, etc. TELEVISIONS AND COMPUTER MONITORS
- SEE ATTENDANT.

• FLUORESCENT LIGHTING: Straight, round, energy efficient lighting (CFLs) and other
mercury containing devices.

• TIRES: Up to 16" = $2.00/per tire. 16"-20" = $4.00/per tire.

• SHINGLES: $50 per pickup load (excessive loads charged accordingly.)

Items allowed in the hopper: Bagged garbage, insulation, sheetrock, non-recyclable plastics, vinyl 
siding, plate glass, canvas, etc. NOTHING OVER 4' LONG WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE HOPPER. (Please 
keep quantity of sheetrock in disposal to an absolute minimum.) 

**NO RECYCLABLES IN THE HOPPER/ABSOLUTELY NO ASBESTOS** 

**Please remember that all users must have an East Millinocket Transfer Station disposal sticker 
which are available at the Transfer Station.
